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Lelands.com Auctions will once again grace the
2019 Toronto Sports Card Fall Expo with its
presence. The last spring Expo was its premier
return after a decade long hiatus from the show. 
So I thought an interview with Josh was apropos
to re-familiarize ourselves with this venerated
auctioneer that has been in business since 1985.

1 - Josh, why did you decide to name your
auction house Lelands ?
“Well, my middle name is Leland”.  “Although at that
time we thought about using Evans Auction and
such it just didn’t sound right and we wanted to
be set apart from others, as opposed to using a catchy
gimmicky sports related phrase and unrelated
name, we thought Lelands was just perfect.”

2 - So Josh “Leland” Evans, do you have any
hobbies or interests beyond the hobby?
“Jeopardy”, I love that game” though he concedes
that he isn’t very good. He also enjoys playing the
piano and singing and even had a band at one
time. Josh summed it up proclaiming he “just
loves music”.

3 - How do you help a client best determine if
they should sell an item directly to you or
through the auction process?
“It’s generally up to the client to decide but I like
to help them make a decision by offering options”.
“Sometimes clients just need cash and do not
want to wait for the auction process” but he
personally prefers the latter.

4 - How was the Spring 2019 Sport Card Expo?
Josh responded swiftly “ Very exciting! During
our hiatus, we had focused on acquisitions and
forgot how great Toronto is and how much I really
missed our friends and acquaintances from years
prior. We are very happy to be back”.

5 - What was the most interesting thing that you
acquired or consigned at the Expo?
Josh pleasantly rambled off many great buys including
1950’s and 60’s non-sports, lots of unopened
material and an array of vintage rare sports
collectibles. I couldn’t keep up writing as fast as he
was talking, so I will just say he did quite well.

6 - Josh, what are your thoughts about buying &
selling through a more ‘traditional’ auction house
vs through online sites like eBay or StockX?
Josh explains that Lelands is willing to do the
work for people and has a long storied history of
expertise, knowledge and success and that other
selling formats do not reach the same clientele
Lelands has retained.

7 - In addition to your auction site, do you sell
through any other platforms?
“Yes, we are also on eBay, our user name is
(evansarchives), there we tend to sell some of our
lesser valued items. Josh candidly continued with
a short story: “10 years ago I became very ill, I had
problems with my kidneys and needed a donor,
so about 4 years ago my lovely sister Andrea

graciously donated one of hers.  Afterwards, I
helped her set up an eBay store and now we work
together”.  Based on that, we can now better
understand Lelands.com’s hiatus at prior
Toronto Expos.

8 - Josh, with your vast experience and knowledge
in the hobby, how would advise someone buying
for maximum return vs for passion.
“Profit versus passion is the age old struggle.
Profit did not really become our thing until the
late 60s and early 70s although these objects
always had value it was just difficult to quantify.
Back in the day you knew you liked your Bobby Orr
rookie card you got from your dad much more
than your buddy’s perfect Gretzky rookie and
wouldn’t trade, no way”.

“But today if that Gretzky is slabbed a perfect 10
and the Orr only gets a 5, your mind is made up
for you”.
 
“The reality is that passion is still a major part of it
and can have a major effect on everything one
does. You just need a balance. Some of my best
transactions were based on passion, and my worst
as well, but it’s the overall that counts and Leland’s
still hits it out of the park.

9 - If you had a time machine, what 20th century
decade would you to go back and visit for just
1 day?
Josh stated “I dream about this all the time” (I
think we all do), Josh quickly answered with
“1938, to purchase the first Superman comic” and
then quickly uttered “1952 and Mickey Mantle
and in a second breath he expressed an interest
in Bobby Orr cards and the Oshawa General. We
will definitely have to get that time machine
working overtime to satisfy all those requests.

10 - What was your favorite toy growing up?
“Rock’em Sock’em Robots!”

11- Running an auction house is no easy task, it’s

certainly something I couldn’t do, what motivates
you to get up each morning?
“The people and collectibles”, he says that he
enjoys his workplace and the people, talking with
clients, doing research and write-ups for his auctions
are certainly his impetus.

12 - It’s the year 2035, Lelands is turning 50, how
do you see Lelands situated in the marketplace?
“That our ethics and knowledge remain pinnacle
and that we are still doing the right things!”

13 - Looking inside, what is Josh’s greatest asset
and on the other end, any shortcomings?
”My greatest asset is knowledge in the hobby along
with passion, although passion is a double edged
sword and is one of my shortcomings as well”,
he laughs.

14 - If you had to live anywhere in the world,
where would it be?
“Manhattan, New York, I loved living there”. Josh
resides in New Jersey for his business sake…
I suppose some people never like be too far away
from the place they truly feel is home.

15 - In this hobby of constant shifts in collecting
trends and with your hobby foresight, in a whisper,
what is the next hobby trend you see coming???
“Non-Sports cards, especially the unopened material”!

Love a good mystery, an amazing hockey star, a
delicious chocolate bar and even a decent chance
to win something in a Sweepstakes draw? Then
you would have loved the million dollar Lowney’s
Sweepstake promotion!

Bobby Orr was at the center of this generally known
but little understood promotion which was
surprising considering the aristocracy of Canadian
people and companies involved. 

This two year long “Save & Score” Sweepstakes was
introduced by Lowney’s and the CAHA (Canadian
Amateur Hockey Association) in 1974-75 and then
again - with some notable changes - in 1975-76.
Consumers could enter a random draw for a chance
to win trips and hockey equipment by writing your
personal information on the wrappers of Lowney
or Moirs chocolate bars and mailing them in.

Although there wasn’t anything collectible offered
at the front end of this promotion and not even
advertising on the chocolate bars, the variety of
advertising and promotional posters are quite
alluring to collectors. There were also a couple of
pucks and jersey crests that have be found related
to this contest.

The first of the promotional items that were part
of the 1974-75 offer was a poster (18” x 24”) that
was blank backed for use in-store or maybe in
small arenas. The second poster that had no
“Lowney Save & Score” logo on the front, is a
two-sided version, with the bilingual reverse that
explains the Sweepstakes offer. These were meant
to be mounted on variety store windows or glass
doors. The other two posters with the round
Lowney’s logo came in French or English and were
blank backed, meant for mounting on a wall. We
can only assume that retailers could choose which
type suited their needs.  All four posters have the
identical photo of Bobby Orr but the last three
measured (16 ½” x 22 ¼”). These posters were all
mailed folded and were for point of sale only and
not available as a mail-away premium.

The Lowney’s promotion also produced a 6” jersey
crest and a couple of related pucks and make no
mistake, these crests and pucks are the true rarities
of this promotion and are on the top want-list of
most Bobby Orr collectors.

The pucks above are in both languages: English
(Red) version with the CAHA logo screen on the
reverse and the blue scripted French version is blank
backed. (English with ‘Save and Score’ and French
with ‘Equip-O-Point’). There is no mention in any
printed material of the offerings of pucks or the crest. 

There was rumoured to have been a TV commercial
produced for this Sweepstakes and perhaps, a
handful of pucks and crests were used in the filming.
Then again, maybe the pucks were given to winners
of the 100 free, 1 week stays at the Orr-Walton
hockey camp that was awarded through this
promotion. At this point in time, we are unsure of
their origin.

The Sweepstakes was expanded for a second year
in 1975-76, with a new poster of Bobby Orr in
action on the front and with details of the offering
on the back. As with the first offering again, no puck
or crest was offered. On the ad below, it does show
a puck but there was still no mention of one. 
The flip side of the 1975-76 poster below (16 ½” X
22”), shows  Bobby promoting Lowney’s Chocolates
Company. This poster is in both English and French

and talks about the upcoming sweepstakes that
you could enter to win items such as Bobby Orr’s
book,  “My Game”, equipment bags, a one-week trip
to the Orr-Walton  Sports Camp and the grand
prize of an all-expense paid trip for two to the 1976
World Hockey Tournament in Canada.

The promotion went on for a 3rd year, however
the 1976-77 promotion was simplified to the point
that just the equipment was offered at a discount
for wrappers redeemed but with no additional
promotion.

    This advertisement
    was only found in a
    full newspaper ad,
    and no other
    information has
    surfaced making
    this a very tough
    piece to find. 
    This Lowney’s Save &
    Score promotion ran
    for 3 straight years
    and never really
    offered any
    collectibles other than
the promotional material, which makes for some
rare Bobby Orr items to chase down.

There are still some un- answered questions
regarding the origin of the pucks and crests and
maybe one day, we will have an answer.
